YOU ARE SENT 
 
Why would a wealthy heiress leave behind a life of 
luxury for one of poverty and service?  St. Katherine 
Drexel (1858-1955) did just that—the opposite of the 
American dream.  Katherine was the daughter of a 
wealthy banker.   Her father understood that great 
fortune meant God had great expectations for its use.  
Katherine was influenced by his good example to 
devote her life and wealth to the poor.  She founded 
the Sisters of the Blessed Sacrament to serve the Na-
tive and African Americans with education, material 
assistance and the Gospel.  She used her 20 million 
dollar inheritance to found 60 schools and estab-
lished Xavier University for African-Americans. 
 
Like the 72 disciples in today’s Gospel, they were 
despised by some people for their work, called vi-
cious names, and spat upon.  Katherine embraces 
poverty because of her love for Jesus Christ and out 
of gratitude for his sacrifice on the cross; she desired 
to be with him forever.  The Blessed Sacrament Sis-
ters continue to serve the poor today, bringing the 
message of today’s Gospel: “The kingdom of God is 
at hand for you (Luke 10:9). 
 
Every Sunday in the Prayer of the Faithful we offer 
prayers for our Sister Parish, St. Francis Xavier in 
Tanzania in order to proclaim the kingdom of God in 
our midst.  In addition to these prayers, many of our 
parishioners have made financial contributions to 
raising the roof on their new church—Asante,  
Thank You!
